Do you know the call?

In Call 1, there is no rule preventing you from hitting underhand. However the ball must hit the racket prior to hitting the
ground. You cannot hit it off the bounce. Michael Chang famously deployed an underhand serve against Ivan Lend| at the
1989 French Open.

For Call 2, the motion described constitutes a foot fault. ITF Rules of Tennis #18: During the service motion, the server shall
not:

A. Change position by walking or running, although slight movements of the feet are permitted; or
B. Touch the baseline or the court with either foot/ or

C. Touch the area outside the imaginary extension of the sideline with either foot; or

D. Touch the imaginary extension of the center mark with either foot.
